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The 24th International Conference on Electronic Properties of Two-Dimensional Systems (EP2DS-24) and the 20th International Conference on Modulated Semiconductor Structures (MSS-20) will be jointly held online, from October 31 (Sun) to November 5 (Fri), 2021. EP2DS-24 emphasizes fundamental physics sensitive to dimensional confinement, which now includes emergent materials such as graphene, topological insulators, and transition metal dichalcogenides. MSS addresses fundamental physics in low-dimensional systems but puts emphasis on synthesis, processing, characterization, and applications of modulated systems. A broader range of novel materials is included. The two series of conferences have served as the stages for finding and exploring important novel concepts in physics and technologies such as superlattices, the Wigner lattice, the quantum Hall effects, quantum wires and dots, spintronics, the BECs of complex particles, graphene physics and devices, and topological phases.
Camera-ready 1-page abstract should be prepared on an A4-size paper with 30 and 25 mm margins from top and bottom, respectively, and 20 mm margins from both sides. The abstract must include the title of the paper, author(s), affiliation(s), address(es) and e-mail address of the corresponding author. Underline the presenting author. Use capital letters for the initial letter of each word except articles, prepositions and conjunctions. Place a blank line between the title and author(s). The main text should be typed with single-spaced and 11 point. List and numbers of all the references should be at the end of the abstract. When referring to them in the text, the reference number should be indicated by brackets, such as [1,2]. We accept abstracts only in PDF format with the file size less than 5MB.
At the time of abstract submission, please choose the conference (EP2DS or MSS) and the most suitable category for your presentation. The deadline of the submission is July 2, 2021.
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
